GRADING

The grade will be determined by the student’s performance on tests, quizzes, and homework.  Grades will be computed on a point basis.  Earned points will be recorded and at the end of each nine-week grading period, the total number of points will be divided by the total possible points.  The resulting percent will yield the letter grade based on the Falls Church City Public Schools’ grading scale found in the student agenda.

HOMEWORK
